JWT Presentation (25 marks)

You will create a 3 - 5 minute presentation on your topic that will be entertaining and informative and explains why your topic is a relevant marketing subject/phenomenon in the Covid world.  The topics must come from the attached document.
Your project must make use of either Powerpoint, Google Slides or Prezi technology; however, these technologies should only be used as a supplement to your presentation – the focus being on you.  You can also supplement your project in any other way you wish ie. Poster board, media clips, handouts etc.  Make sure you look up information other than the brochure I have given you.  There are 25 Covid related topics – ensure that you do not have a topic that anyone else in class has.
Your presentation should include the following:

1. Introduction.  

What is your topic and why have you selected it.  What you hope the audience will gain after hearing your presentation.

2. Content.

This will be the main part of your presentation.  
a. Detail what your subject is with a little history about the subject – what was the marketing world like before it.  Include visuals of some sort that show your subject. What will the marketing/consumer world be like after.
b. Describe the intended target audience for your subject from a marketing perspective – use specific examples of how your marketing subject would be applied with real world examples.  
c. State why you feel that the subject is a “watchable item for the covid-2021 world or beyond” in the marketing world.  This section will basically inform the audience of the “what it is” and “why it is important” areas of the presentation for your subject matter.  Make sure this section is interesting.  If you decide to include some type of audience participation, this would be an ideal place to have such an activity.
3. Conclusion

This section sums up your presentation – leaves the audience with an understanding of what your topic was all about.  You should end the presentation with your thoughts and reflections on the subject matter and whether you think your subject matter is/will be a big thing beyond 2021.

I will also be assessing your presentation skills.  You will be evaluated on the following.

Eye contact - with audience (not just teacher).

Elocution – voice is projected so class can hear.  Words and grammar are correct.

Mechanics – slideshow works well and is flowing.  Proper background and font chosen


as well as correct spelling and all audio/visual elements working properly.

Subject Knowledge – very little reading (or cue cards used when necessary).  Student

has full grasp of their subject matter.

Organization – presentation flows well and keeps audience engaged and entertained.
