Psyvivor Challenge 6:  The Appearance Experience

You will set up an experiment where you “may” be judged on your appearance.  An example would be visiting a higher end image conscious establishment such as a restaurant, art gallery, or clothing store dressed nicely vs dressed down.  You will be asking questions of the person/people you encounter.

You will be conducting a before and after type of experiment based on your looks.   Decide amongst yourselves as to who will be the test subject  - there should be one person from your group doing the actual “dressing up or down” and the remaining members accompanying them to make observations and record hidden video of the experiment.  Unless you choose a variable that requires two subjects, the subject should be the same person.

You can either go with the basic experiment - the selected member will dress like a typical teenager (even over exaggerating the “teen” look) and in the second visit (preferably on the same day), the same teen will go in dressed “professionally” (this does not mean full formal wear - but not casual either).  Take into account everything about you.  OR you may change up the variable from teen/professional clothing to another variable that you may discuss with me.  If you need further clarification on “dress”, please ask.

On each of the visits, you will ask the same questions in the same manner.  Please do not change your manner of speaking. Try to keep all confounding variables to a minimum.
The other members of your group should accompany you but not enter the establishment with you or indicate in any way that they are with you.  These members should make visual observations (and later written notes) regarding the service you received during your visit in each of your ‘looks’.  You will also note how you were approached and addressed each time.  Hidden videos should be taken and a link emailed to me (from youtube or any other clickable site) – no usbs this time.
After the experiment is completed, all of you should make comparisons about your observations for that particular visit.

You will submit your findings on Friday April 27, 2018 that will detail the experiment.  Your report should be set up as previous Psyvivor projects which include videos of your ‘looks’, your hypothesis, your experiment and your analysis (any confounding variables), name of the establishment visited and the observations noted by all of you (from the perspective of the participant and the observers).  Compare on treatment given to you in each of the two situations.
